Parade Rules
· All entries are encouraged to reflect the HTD theme, i.e. “Home Run Fun at Hometown Days!”
· Community volunteers will perform judging.
· Entries close on April 30, 2012.
· Participation is by application only.
· This is an all forward-motion parade.
· ALL UNITS MUST COMPLETE PARADE ROUTE!!    In the case of an unexpected delay, unit must 

move to the side to allow the parade to continue forward.
· Entries involving vehicles or animals must maintain control at all times.
· No entry of a political nature is permitted.
· NO MATERIAL MAY BE THROWN, DISCARDED OR SPRAYED FROM ANY UNIT  . Walkers 

may hand out items to the audience, but should not encourage the audience from leaving the curb or 
moving into the street.

· An adult must accompany participants under the age of 6 years.  Entries that include small children 
should provide decorated vehicles, should they tire.

· All floats should carry a fire extinguisher and provide hand supports or barriers for those on the float
· Parade participants should not sit on the sides or tailgates of vehicles.
· The judging stand is located in front of Bianchini’s Market. (See map.)  Units will be asked to slow down 

in front of the stand to perform.
· The parade will be held rain or shine.  All units should prepare for rain or cold, as well as sun or heat.
· Final details and line-up information will be sent no later than May 10 , 2012.
